• Graduate – Bachelor’s degree official transcripts from accredited colleges/universi�es in the USA. If 

Bachelor’s degree was obtained outside of the USA, a transcript and degree evalua�on is required by a 

member of NACES or AICE, or through ANU (using AACRAO standards).   

□ Upload Resume/CV (required for graduate programs only) 

□ Upload Proof of English Proficiency - Applicants who are not from English language speaking country, nor 

earned a degree/high school diploma from an appropriately accredited ins�tu�on where English is the 

principal language of instruc�on must demonstrate college level proficiency in English through one of the 

following for admission:

VA; $10,000 if main student plans to live in any other US loca�on. $3,000 for each F-2 dependent. 

• If bank statement is not in the student’s name, you must also atach a signed Affidavit of 

Support/Sponsorship leter.  

□ For an F-2 dependent (spouse or child(ren) of an F-1: 

• Passport, marriage cer�ficate (spouse), and/or birth cer�ficate (each child)
